• LES GRANDS MONTETS  
 

The spot “par excellence” for off-piste skiing and freeriding.  
This resort is known and recognised by skiers and snowboarders the world over for 
the length of its pistes, the quality of its snow, its off-piste areas and its snowpark 
listed in the best guidebooks.

NEW : THE CHAMVAL 
 
All bearers of ski pass valid for 3 to 21 days inclusive only, can pay 2 euros per day of validity of 
their ski pas to have unlimited  admisson to the valley's 4 museums, the swimming pool and the 3 
ice skating rings.  

Disabled people can obtain a 50% discount on the day pass and excursion ticket, 

by showing their disability card at the cash desk. Same price discount for the 

accompanying person if their presence is required.
